     On Friday, May 12, 1972 COMSEC 208 was detached from Sabana Seca, and became the U.S. Naval Security Group Detachment, Roosevelt Roads.  Organizationally remaining an integral part of the Naval Security Group Activity, Sabana Seca, COMSEC 208 has merely found a new home.  The move was effected in an effort to locate COMSEC where it can provide better services to the fleet.  Ships in the area will be much easier to visit and support; and UHF/VHF frequencies can now be monitored to test their communications security.  

     The detachment at Roosey was officially established on May 15, 1972.  It is temporarily located on Cabras (Goat) Island.  

     Operations will be conducted utilizing the newly acquired COMSEC mobile communications van, one permanent structure, one house trailer and a tent.  It is anticipated that the new building on Puerca Point will be completed in October and November.  When completed, the facilities will provide for four monitoring positions plus analytical support.
